Why are self-control and clear 
      mindedness so important for our prayer life?   
 
   What are your greatest challenges to prayer?  How can you make your prayer life more effective? 
 
 

2.  SHARE WITH OTHERS      
 
   Perhaps you don’t have a home yet, but how can you put v9 into practice in your own life? 
 
   How has your life been impacted when you have been welcomed into other people’s homes? 
      Why is this so important for us to do as believers? 
 
 

3.  BLESS OTHERS 

 
   Each one of us has received gifts from God.  Peter mentions two types of gifts.  What are they?  
      v11-12 
 
   In what area do you think your gifts lie?  Share with one another. 
 
   How are we to use these gifts?  What should our attitude be?  v10-11 
 
   Consider ways that you can use the gifts God has given you to reach out to those who don’t 
      know Christ yet.  Share any experiences you have had in doing this already.
